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Ozet

Tiirkiye ve Kazakistan’in uluslararasi ticaret, tagimacilik ve lojistik sistemlerinin gelisimi ¢ergevesindeki
isbirligi, iilkelere aciklik, esitlik ve karsilikli yarar ilkeleri temelinde sinirlarint genisletme olanagini
sunmaktadir. Cografi konumu itibariyle tarihi Ipek Yolu gibi 6nemli ticaret yollarinin iizerinde bulunan,
giiniimiizde de kara, demir ve havayollarinda bir¢ok uluslararasi transit koridorunu barindiran Kazakistan lojistik
potansiyeli ile incelenmeye degerdir. Bu nedenli ticari avantaja sahip olmasina karsin sadece lojistik altyapida
dahi heniiz emekleme dénemini yasamaktadir. Kazakistan ¢ok genis topraklara sahip olmasi, kentlerin birbirine
cok uzak mesafelerde konumlanmasi ve karayollarinda tesis bulunmamasi nedeni ile zordur. Demiryolu ve
karayolu ulagim hatlarinin rehabilite edilmesi ve kombine tasimaciligin gelistirilmesi tagimacilikla ilgili
sorunlarin agilmasinda etkili olacaktir. Kazakistan ve Tiirkiye transit gegisler dahil olmak {izere yeni ulastirma
hatlariin kazandirilmasi agisindan olumlu perspektiflere sahiptir. Kazakistan lojistik sektdriinde atilim yapmak
ve dne gecmek i¢in demir kara petrol boru hatlar1 insaat etmek ve rafinelerini yenileyip gelistirmek zorundadir.
Asya ve Avrupa’y1 Tiirkiye ve Hazar Denizi lizerinden birbirine baglayan bu ulastirma hattinin yeni pazar
firsatlar1 agisindan daha hizli ve ekonomik bir yapiya sahip olacagi, hem Tiirkiye hem Kazakistan i¢in diinyanin
en biiyiik ticaret ve lojistik merkezleri haline gelme imkanin1 saglayacag: beklenmektedir.
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DEVELOPMENT PERSPECTIVES OF TURKISH AND KAZAKH LOGISTIC SYSTEMS
Abstract

Cooperation in the development of international trade, transport and logistics systems of Turkey and Kazakhstan
presents the possibility of broadening the boundaries on the basis of openness, equality and mutual benefit
principles to the countries. Its geographical position is on the important trade routes such as the historical Silk
Road and it is worth to be examined with the logistical potential of Kazakhstan, which nowadays has many
international transit corridors on land, iron and airways. Although it has commercial advantage due to this
reason, even in the logistics infrastructure, it still lives the crawl period. The fact that Kazakhstan has a very
large territory, the fact that the cities are located very far from each other and the fact that there are no facilities
on the roads are difficult. The rehabilitation of railway and road transport lines and the development of combined
transport will be effective in overcoming transportation problems. Kazakhstan and Turkey have a positive
perspective in terms of acquiring new transport lines, including transit. Kazakhstan has to build iron oil pipelines
and refurbish and upgrade its refineries in order to make a breakthrough in the logistics sector. It is expected that
this transport line connecting Asia and Europe via Turkey and the Caspian Sea will have a faster and more
economical structure in terms of new market opportunities and will provide the opportunity to become the
world's largest trade and logistics centers for both Turkey and Kazakhstan.
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
