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Ozet

Dogu Akdeniz, Tiirkiye'nin son yillarda 6nemli bir dis politika
glindemi olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Dogu Akdeniz bolgesinin
ozellikle su alt1 zenginliklerinin son donemlerde nasil ¢ikarilacagi
ile Dogu Akdeniz’e kiyis1 olan iilkeler arasinda ne sekilde
paylasilacag1 meselenin esasini olusturmaktadir.

Dogu Akdeniz’in su alti kaynaklarinin kullanimi yaninda Israil
dogalgazinin Avrupa iilkelerine Yunanistan {izerinden taginmasi
projesi ile bolgenin miinhasir ekonomik smirlarinin gizilmesi
zorunlulugu ortaya g¢ikmaktadir. Ulkemiz agisindan Dogu
Akdeniz’in su alti kaynaklarinin Dogu Akdeniz’e kiyisi olan
iilkeler arasinda adil bigimde paylasilmasi problemi kadar 6nemli
bir konu olan Kibris sorunu, Dogu Akdeniz miinhasir ekonomik
sinirlarinin belirlenmesi stirecinin tam merkezinde kendine yer
bulmustur. Uluslararas1 lojistik agisindan Dogu Akdeniz
meselesinin son donemde kiiresel Olgekte dikkat ¢ekilmesinin Cin
Halk Cumhuriyeti'nin 2013 yihi itibariyle baslattigi Kusak Yol
Projesi’yle ilintili oldugu da rahatlikla sdylenebilir.

Cin Halk Cumhuriyeti'nin Kusak Yol Projesi'nin deniz Ipek yolu
kismmin Kizildeniz sonrasi Dogu Akdeniz iizerinden Atina’ya
ulasacag1 bilindiginden biitiin bolgenin uluslararas: ticaretine ve
ekonomik  canliligma Onemli diizeyde etkisi olacag:
beklenmektedir. Buna karsin Dogu Akdeniz’e kiyisi olan tilkelerin
yasadig1 siyasi krizler her ne kadar kiiresel gliclerin miidahaleleri
ile baz1 kiy iilkelerinin lehine ¢oziilebilir gibi goriinse de uzun
vadede bu durum bolge {ilkeleri arasinda yeni ¢atisma alanlar1
olusturacagindan biitiin taraflara zarar yazacak gelismelerin
yasanmasi beklenebilecektir.

Glintimiizde yasanan veya gelecekte yasanmasi: muhtemel uluslar
arasi ¢ikar catismalarinin biiyiik 6l¢tide ekonomik temelli oldugu
diistintildiigtinde Dogu Akdeniz’e kiyisi olan tilkeleri uluslar arasi
ticaret ortak paydasinda bulusturarak biitiin bolge {ilkelerinin
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¢ikarii saglama alacak bir uluslar arasi 6rgiitiin kurulmasi onerisi
bu ¢alisma da temel fikir olarak yer alacaktir.

Dogu Akdeniz Ekonomik igbirligi Teskilati’nin kurulmasi 6nerisi
hayata gegerse daha uzun yillar bir arada yasamak durumunda
bulunan Dogu Akdeniz’e kiyist olan {ilkelerin Dogu Akdeniz
konusunda ticari konular basta olmak tizere biitiin meselelerini
karsilikli konusarak ¢oziime ulastirabilecekleri bir platform ortaya
cikmis olacaktir. Benzer bir 6rgiitii Karadeniz Ekonomik Isbirligi
Teskilati(KEI) kurulusunda gordiigiimiizden Dogu Akdeniz igin
ayni kararliligin gosterilmesi gayet olasidir.

Karadeniz Ekonomik Igbirligi Teskilati(KEl) orgiitlenmesini
model alan Dogu Akdeniz Ekonomik Isbirligi Tegkilati'nin;
Tiirkiye, Yunanistan, [srail, Suriye, Liibnan, Misir ve Libya kurucu
iiyeleri olacaktir. Kibris meselesi ¢dziime ulasana kadar adada yer
alan her iki kesim Dogu Akdeniz Ekonomik Isbirligi Teskilat
icerisinde  gozlemci 1iiye olarak bulunabilir. Tegkilatin
koordinasyonunun saglanmasinda calisacak sekreteryanin Mersin
ya da Tel Aviv sehirlerinde yer almasi uygundur. Dogu Akdeniz
Ekonomik Isbirligi Teskilati(DAEI) iiye {ilkelerin esit sayida
delege ile temsil edilecegi bir genel kurul ile yonetilecektir. Genel
kurul, yiirtitme fonksiyonunu belirli siire gorev alacak bir yonetim
kurulunu biinyesinden segerek gergeklestirir. Yonetim kurulunun
bagkan ile tiyelerinin belirlenmesinde liyakat ve adalet ilkeleri her
zaman esas alinir. Yonetim kurulunun segildikten sonra temel
gorevi tiiye tlkelerin ticari faydalarmi en yiiksek bigimde
gerceklestirmek olacaktir.

Yonetim kurulu gorev siiresince hedeflerine ulasmak igin temel ve
alt komiteler olusturacaktir. Uye iilkelerin kendi aralarinda ve iiye
olmayan {ilkeler ile ticari faaliyetlerini yiiriitecek Ticari komite,
dogu Akdeniz i¢in akademik ¢alismalar ytirtitecek Bilim komitesi,
dogu Akdeniz’de yapilmasi planlanan yatirimlar1 diizenleyecek
Yatirim komitesi, Dogu Akdeniz’in korunmasinda sorumlu Cevre
komitesi ile hukuki gereksinimleri karsilayacak Adalet komitesi
temel komitelerdir. Bu komitelerin her biri alanlarina baglh kalmak
kaydi ile alt komiteler olusturabilir.

Bu c¢alismanin amaci, Dogu Akdeniz Ekonomik i§birligi
Teskilati(DAEI) Projesi ile Dogu Akdeniz’in su alti ve su iistii
zenginliklerini bir an Once teskilat iiyesi {iilkelerin kullanimina
sunarak yagsanacak biiyiik ekonomik kalkinmayla Dogu
Akdeniz’in bir barig denizine doniismesini saglamaktur.

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A Proposal For The Establishment of the Eastern Mediterranean Economic
Cooperation Organization (DAEI)

Abstract

The Eastern Mediterranean has emerged as an important foreign
policy agenda of Turkey in recent years. The essence of the issue is
how to extract especially the underwater richness of the Eastern
Mediterranean region and how it will be shared among the
countries bordering the Eastern Mediterranean.

In addition to the use of the underwater resources of the Eastern
Mediterranean, the necessity of drawing the exclusive economic
borders of the region arises with the project of transporting Israeli
natural gas to European countries via Greece. The Cyprus
problem, which is as important as the problem of fair sharing of
the underwater resources of the Eastern Mediterranean between
the countries bordering the Eastern Mediterranean for our
country, has found its place at the very center of the process of
determining the exclusive economic borders of the Eastern
Mediterranean. In terms of international logistics, it can be easily
said that the Eastern Mediterranean issue's recent global attention
is related to the Belt and Road Project initiated by the People's
Republic of China in 2013.

Since it is known that the maritime Silk Road part of the Belt Road
Project of the People's Republic of China will reach Athens via the
Eastern Mediterranean after the Red Sea, it is expected that it will
have a significant impact on the international trade and economic
vitality of the whole region. On the other hand, although the
political crises experienced by the countries bordering the Eastern
Mediterranean seem to be resolved in favor of some coastal
countries with the interventions of global powers, in the long run
it will create new conflict areas between the countries of the region,
and developments that will harm all parties can be expected.

Considering that today's or likely to be experienced international
conflicts of interest are largely economically based, the proposal to
establish an international organization that will ensure the
interests of all the countries of the region by bringing the countries
with a coast to the Eastern Mediterranean together on the common
denominator of international trade will take place as the basicidea
in this study.

If the proposal for the establishment of the Eastern Mediterranean
Economic Cooperation Organization comes to fruition, a platform
will emerge where the countries that have a coast to the Eastern
Mediterranean, which have to live together for many years, will be
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able to resolve all their issues, especially commercial issues, on the
Eastern Mediterranean. Since we have seen a similar organization
in the establishment of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation
Organization (BSEC), it is quite possible that the same
determination will be shown for the Eastern Mediterranean.

The Eastern Mediterranean Economic Cooperation Organization,
which takes the organization of the Black Sea Economic
Cooperation Organization (BSEC) as a model; Turkey, Greece,
Israel, Syria, Lebanon, Egypt and Libya will be founding members.
Until the Cyprus issue is resolved, both parties on the island can
be observer members in the Eastern Mediterranean Economic
Cooperation Organization. It is appropriate that the secretariat
that will work in ensuring the coordination of the organization is
located in Mersin or Tel Aviv. The Eastern Mediterranean
Economic Cooperation Organization (DAEI) will be governed by
a general assembly in which member countries will be represented
by an equal number of delegates. The general assembly performs
its executive function by selecting a board of directors that will
take office for a certain period of time. The principles of merit and
justice are always taken as a basis in the determination of the
chairman and members of the board of directors. The main task of
the board of directors, after being elected, will be to realize the
commercial benefits of the member countries in the highest way.

The Board of Directors will form basic and sub-committees to
achieve its goals during its term of office. Commercial committee
that will carry out commercial activities among member countries
and with non-member countries, Science committee that will
conduct academic studies for the eastern Mediterranean,
Investment committee that will regulate the investments planned
to be made in the eastern Mediterranean, Environment committee
responsible for the protection of the Eastern Mediterranean, and
the Justice committee that will meet legal requirements. are
committees. Each of these committees can form sub-committees,
provided that they adhere to their fields.

The aim of this study is to turn the Eastern Mediterranean into a
sea of peace with the great economic development to be
experienced by bringing the underwater and surface riches of the
Eastern Mediterranean to the use of the member countries of the
Eastern Mediterranean Economic Cooperation Organization
(DAEI) Project as soon as possible.
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
