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Ozet

2019 yilmin Aralik aymda Cinin Wuhan kentinde ortaya
cikan, kisa siirede tiim diinyayi etkisi altina alan ve yayilis hiz1
ve etkisinden dolay1 Diinya Saglik Orgiitii tarafindan 11 Mart
2020 tarihinde pandemi olarak ilan edilen Covid-19 siireci
insan hayatini etkilemek ile kalmayip {ilkelerin ekonomik ve
ticari faaliyetlerini durma noktasma getirmistir. Covid-19
pandemisinin yayilmasin1 engellemek amaciyla diinya
genelinde tilkeler bir¢ok tedbir ve kisitlamalar uygulayarak
gesitli onlemler almis, alinan bu 6nlemler neticesinde tilkeler
arasindaki ticari hareketlilik kisitlanmis ve uluslararasi ticaret
faaliyetleri sekteye ugramistir. Pandemiden dolay1 {iretimde
yasanan dogrudan ve dolayli bozulmalar, diinyanin iiretim
merkezlerinin bir¢ogunda fabrikalarin kapanmasma yol
acmis; daha az etkilenen yerlerde ise, gerekli girdilerin
saglanamamasindan dolayr arz tarafindaki tedarik
zincirlerinde kopmalar olmustur. Ayrica isletmelerin kar etme
amacmi, hayatta kalma olarak degistirerek, pazarlama
stratejilerini yeniden belirlemelerine yol a¢gmistir. Bununla
birlikte salgmnin etkisiyle devletlerin viriisiin yayilma hizim
azaltmak ic¢in aldiklar1 onlemler, farklhi tilkelerdeki alici ve
saticilarin sozlesmelerinde kararlastirilan maddeleri yerine
getirememelerine neden olmustur. Dolayisiyla uyusmazlhiklar
ortaya ¢kmis ve bu uyusmazbklarin ¢oziimii igin
sozlesmelerde uygulanan hukuki siireglerde birtakim
degisiklikler yapilmistir. Son olarak Covid-19 salgmnmin
yayllmaya basladigi andan itibaren giimriik mevzuatinda,
uluslararas: ticaret hukukunda, lojistik faaliyetlerde, tedarik
zincirinde, liretimde ve pazarlama iizerinde bir¢ok degisiklik
ve yenilikler meydana gelmistir. Bu ¢alisma ile amaglanan
uluslararas1 ticaret wunsurlarmin pandemi siirecindeki
gelismelerden ne sekilde etkilendigini ulusal ve uluslararas:
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literatiir taramasi yoluyla incelemek ve bu etki ile ortaya ¢ikan
degisiklerin neler oldugunu saptamaktr.
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Abstract

The Covid-19 process, which emerged in Wuhan, China in
December 2019, affected the whole world in a short time and
was declared a pandemic by the World Health Organization
on March 11, 2020, due to its spread and impact. The pandemic
did not only affect human life, but also affected the economic
and commercial activities of countries. In order to prevent the
spread of the Covid-19 pandemic, countries around the world
have taken various measures by applying many measures and
restrictions. The direct and indirect disruptions in production
due to the pandemic have led to the closure of factories in
many of the world's production centers; In the less affected
areas, supply chains on the supply side were interrupted due
to the inability to provide the necessary in puts. In addition, it
has led businesses to re-determine their marketing strategies
by changing the profit motive as survival. Moreover, the
measures taken by the states to reduce the rate of spread of
the virus due to the effect of the epidemic caused buyers and
sellers in different countries to be unable to fulfill the agreed
terms in their contracts. Therefore, disputes have arisen, and
some changes have been made in the legal processes applied
in the contracts for the resolution of these disputes. Finally,
since the spread of the Covid-19 pandemic, many changes and
innovations have occurred in customs legislation,
international trade law, logistics activities, supply chain,
production, and marketing. The aim of this study is to
examine how the international trade elements are affected by
the developments in the pandemic process through national
and international literature review and to determine what
changes occur with this effect.
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
