belirleyen unsurlardir. Lojistik koridoru {izerinde olan iilkelerin niifuzlar1 artmakta,
skovaci@mehmetakif.edu.tr koridorlar ile {irtinlerin, diisiik maliyetle, zamaninda ve giivenli bir sekilde ilgilisine
ulagmast saglanmaktadir. Ornegin; Siiveys Kanali, Asya ile Avrupa arasindaki 12.000
km’lik mesafeyi kisaltmaktadir. Kuzey Deniz Rotasi, kutup bolgesinin erimesiyle
Asya-Avrupa tasimaciliginda yeni firsatlarin dogmasini saglamigtir. Kiiresel ticaret
sistemleri {ilkelerin bolgelerindeki jeostratejik ve jeoekonomik yapilarmi da
etkilemistir. Tiirkiyenin jeopolitik konumu Asya ile Avrupa, Dogu ve Bat1 Kitalar
arasinda kiiresel ticaretin gelismesinde etkili bir tilke olmasini saglamistir. Tiirkiye
tizerinden Kuzey Afrika, Orta Asya, Dogu Avrupa, Orta Dogu {ilkelerine kolay
erisim saglanmakta ve tasimacilik faaliyeti yapilabilmektedir. Bu faaliyetleri
destekleyen lojistik koridorlar1 ve merkezleri yolcu ve yiik tasimaciliginda biiyiik
Oneme sahiptir. Tiirkiye’den yapilacak 4 saatlik bir ucus sonucu, yaklasik 1,4 milyar
insanin yagadigr ve 8 trilyon 600 milyar dolarlik ticaret hacmi olan 67 iilkeye
ulasilabilmektedir. Calisma kapsaminda, Tiirkiye, Kuzey Afrika arasindaki lojistik
koridorlar1 Libya, Misir ve Fas ile olan iliskiler ¢ercevesinde incelenmistir. Lojistik
koridorlar1 kapsaminda ticari faaliyetlerin gelistirilebilecegi hususlar ac¢iklanmustir.
Diinya ticaretinin "1 deniz yolu ile gerceklesmektedir. Kuzey Afrika ile yapilan
ticaretimizde denizden ulasim, olusturulan lojistik koridorlar1 ve merkezleri
bolgedeki etkinligimize katk1 saglamistir. Ulkemizin ekonomik hedefleri arasinda;
Tiirkiye'nin 2053 vizyonunda lojistik iis olma ve Afrika’ya Acilim Stratejisi ile
Akdeniz tizerinden Kuzey Afrika iilkelerine dogrudan deniz yolu hatlar1 kurarak bu
hatlarin Avrupa Limanlarinin yerini almasi ve Afrika pazarlarina daha hizli ulasim
imkanlarmin saglamas: bulunmaktadir. Misir, Libya, Tunus, Cezayir ve Fas,
Tiirkiye'nin enerji ve altyap1r yatirimlari, deniz ticareti ve savunmasi agisindan
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onemli ortaklar1 konumundadir. Tiirkiye ile Kuzey Afrika arasinda Dogu Akdeniz
Koridoru (Tiirkiye-Misir), Mersin/Iskenderun-Port Said (Misir), Kahire, Sudan ve
Orta Afrika’ya uzanmaktadir. Kombine kara-deniz yolu, konteyner tasimaciligi ve
Ro-Ro gemileri ile Tiirk ve Misirli isletmeler tarafindan Mersin-Port Said hatti
kalkindirilmak istenmektedir. Orta Akdeniz Koridoru (Tiirkiye, Libya, Tunus),
[zmir/Aliaga/Antalya-Misrata (Libya), La Goulette (Tunus) limanlari ile Afrika’ya
acilan en kisa ve dogrudan koridordur. Avrupa limanlarina ugramadan dogrudan
Kuzey Afrika’ya erisim saglanmaktadir. Mirsata bolgesinin gelismesinde, Tiirk
sirketlerinin 6nemli yatirimlar1 rol oynamaktadir. Bati Akdeniz Koridoru (Tiirkiye,
Cezayir, Fas), Istanbul/Gemlik, Algiers-Oran (Cezayir), Tanger Med,Casablanca
(Fas) arasinda kurulan bir koridordur. Avrupa limanlar ile rekabet edebilen bir
limandir. Tanger Med Liman sayesinde Tiirkiye’den gelen ytiiklerin Bat1 Afrika’ya
dagitimi saglanmaktadir. Akdeniz’in en biiyiik konteyner limanlarindan birisidir ve
gelistirilmektedir. Bu kapsamda Tiirkiye, Fas arasinda Ro-Ro hattinin gelistirilmesi
planlanmaktadir. Lojistik koridorlari ile Tiirk iirtinlerinin Afrika’da ki pazarlara kisa
siirede ulastirilmas: saglanmaktadir. Bu cografyada bulunan (Libya/Misrata gibi)
serbest bolgeler giderek giiclenmektedir. Tiirkiye enerji tasimaciligi, savunma
lojistigi, kiiltiirel etkilesimi ve niifuzu ile bolgede Avrupa Birligi (AB), Cin ve Afrika
ile dengeli iligkiler gelistirmektedir. Bolge tilkelerinin bilisim teknolojileri alanindaki
eksikliklerinin giderilmesine destek olmakta, teknolojik olarak bolgede yesil ulagim,
dijital lojistik ve siirdiiriilebilir tagimacilif tesvik etmektedir. Sonug olarak, bu
calismada elde edilen ikincil verilerle Tiirkiye ile Kuzey Afrika {iilkeleri arasinda
lojistik koridorlariin 6nemi incelenmis ve iilkeler arasinda isbirliklerinin artmasiyla,
bolgesel is birliklerinin ortaya ¢iktig1 ve bu durumun kiiltiirel etkilesim, dis ticaret ve
istihdam agisindan 6nemli firsatlar saglayabilecegi bulgularma ulagilmustir.

Logistics Corridors Between Tiirkiye and North Africa and Their Features

Abstract

Today, the developments and rapid changes experienced in every country have led
to the diversification of trade within and between countries. These social changes and
international needs have emerged. Commercial activities have been divided into
logistics corridors and hubs, developed by a legacy of trade routes, markets, and
accommodation areas. The definition of a logistics corridor describes the route by
which products, services, and other goods are transported from one developing
country to another (by sea, land, or air). Logistics centers are central locations along
this route where transportation and repackaging take place, along with customs,
processing, and storage systems. These two concepts have become fundamental
elements in the continuity of the global supply chain. Logistics corridors are the
elements produced by global trade. The number of countries located along logistics
corridors is increasing, and corridors allow for convenient, cost-effective, timely, and
secure access to relevant parties. For example, the Suez Canal does not shorten the
12,000 km distance between Asia and Europe. The Northern Sea Route, with the
melting of the polar region, has opened up new opportunities for Asia-Europe
transportation. Global trade systems have also impacted the geostrategic and
geoeconomic structures of countries within their regions. Tiirkiye’s geopolitical
location has made it an influential country in the development of global trade
between Asia and Europe, the Eastern and Western continents. Tiirkiye provides
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easy access and transportation to countries in North Africa, Central Asia, Eastern
Europe, and the Middle East. The logistics corridors and hubs supporting these
activities are of great importance for passenger and freight transportation. A four-
hour flight from Tiirkiye can reach 67 countries, home to approximately 1.4 billion
people and with a trade volume of $8.6 trillion. Within the scope of this study,
logistics corridors between Tiirkiye and North Africa were examined within the
context of relations with Libya, Egypt, and Morocco. Areas where commercial
activities can be developed within the scope of logistics corridors have been outlined.
Ninety percent of global trade is conducted by sea. Maritime transportation, along
with established logistics corridors and hubs, has contributed to our regional
effectiveness in trade with North Africa. Among Tiirkiye's economic goals are
becoming a logistics hub in Tiirkiye's 2053 vision and establishing direct maritime
lines to North African countries via the Mediterranean, as part of its Opening to
Africa Strategy. These lines will replace European ports and provide faster access to
African markets. Egypt, Libya, Tunisia, Algeria, and Morocco are important partners
for Tiirkiye in terms of energy and infrastructure investments, maritime trade, and
defense. The Eastern Mediterranean Corridor (Tiirkiye-Egypt) between Tiirkiye and
North Africa extends to Mersin/Iskenderun-Port Said (Egypt), Cairo, Sudan, and
Central Africa. Tiirk and Egyptian companies are planning to develop the Mersin-
Port Said line, a combined land-sea route, with container transport and Ro-Ro
vessels. The Central Mediterranean Corridor (Tiirkiye, Libya, Tunisia) is the shortest
and most direct corridor to Africa, with ports including Izmir/Aliaga/Antalya-
Misrata (Libya) and La Goulette (Tunisia). It provides direct access to North Africa
without stopping at European ports. Significant investments by Tiirk companies are
playing a role in the development of the Mirsata region. The Western Mediterranean
Corridor (Tiirkiye, Algeria, Morocco) is a corridor established between
Istanbul/Gemlik, Algiers-Oran (Algeria), Tanger Med, and Casablanca (Morocco). It
is a port that can compete with European ports. Tanger Med Port facilitates the
distribution of cargo from Tiirkiye to West Africa. It is one of the largest container
ports in the Mediterranean and is currently being developed. In this context, plans
are underway to develop a Ro-Ro line between Tiirkiye and Morocco. Logistics
corridors allow Tiirk products to be quickly delivered to African markets. Free zones
in this region (such as Libya/Misrata) are becoming increasingly established. Tiirkiye
is developing balanced relations with the European Union (EU), China, and Africa in
the region through its energy transportation, defense logistics, cultural interaction,
and influence. It supports regional countries in addressing their shortcomings in
information technology and promotes green transportation, digital logistics, and
sustainable transportation in the region. In conclusion, this study examines the
importance of logistics corridors between Tiirkiye and North African countries using
secondary data. It concludes that increased cooperation between countries leads to
the emergence of regional collaborations, which can provide significant
opportunities for cultural interaction, foreign trade, and employment.
